Welcome to the beginning of an exciting year-long journey through the New Testament. We are
starting with a chronologically based reading of the Four Gospels. This means you will have to be sure to
read the passages exactly like they are assigned in order to recognize how the same or similar material
recorded in different Gospels has been matched. Though sticking strictly with the reading plan will be
challenging at first, you WILL appreciate the approach once a routine is developed.

The reading plan is based on a Monday through Friday schedule (no readings for Saturday or
Sunday). The number of verses to be read will vary from day to day.

A couple of features which will help us fulfill our commitment and maximize our sense of
partnership in the reading plan have been included. First, you are encouraged to begin the day with a prayer
that God will provide perseverance for this journey. Also, ask Him to use the Word to enrich your life and
govern your daily decisions and actions. Pray for the Holy Spirit’s guidance as you approach each passage
and trust in His power for applying God’s truth. Second, on our church’s website
(www.pineyerovebaptistchurch.net), your pastor will be posting brief comments about each assigned reading
at the beginning of each day. Simply go to the site, look at the menu options on the homepage, and click on
“Pastor’s Daily Comments.” Those who don’t use the internet can pick up a copy of each week’s worth of
comments on the Sunday before the assigned readings for the week begin. These copies will be placed in the
church foyer beginning on Sunday, January 1. Third, you should check the blank by each day’s reading
immediately after completing the assignment. Doing so will encourage and inspire you to stick with it and
finish well. Finally, awards will be presented at the end of the year to those who complete all daily readings.

Let’s prepare our hearts and minds for beginning this treasure-filled journey together on January 1.
